Disgusted by the frog after he has come to live 
with her, she throws him against the wall, and he 
transforms into a handsome prince. After it is 
revealed that the prince had been turned into a 
frog by a witch, the prince and princess are wed. 

This fairytale was a favorite of the Brothers Grimm, 
two German authors who collected and published 
many of the fairytales we know and treasure today.
